PRIVATE RICHARD CARTER
Depot – Miners Corps

Richard Carter stated he was born in 1891 at Kensington, London, England.  Military Experience was gained from three years with the East Kent Regiment.  He came to Tasmania, Australia and was working at Gormanston in 1915.  He stated his aunt was Miss Katharine Thring whose father was Henry Thring, Parliamentary Counsel K.C.B. J.P. M.P.  The following was reported on his uncle’s death in the:


At the recruiting depot at Gormanston on 9 November, 1915 the single twenty-four-year-old miner applied to enlist for active service abroad and passed the preliminary medical examination.  Personal particulars taken show he was 181cms (5ft 11½ins) tall with a chest measurement of 94cms (37ins).  Declared fit his application was accepted by the recruiting officer.

Attestation forms were completed at Ross (6th Military District) on 12 November, 1916 and describe him further as 183cms (6ft) tall, weighing 70kgs (154lbs) with a chest expansion of 84-92cms (33-36ins) and had a fair complexion with good vision in his blue eyes and fair hair.  Distinctive mark was middle finger of right hand was missing.  Religion was Church of England.  Next-of-kin nominated in lieu of parents was his aunt The Honourable Katharine Annie Thring of 5 Queens Gate Gardens, Kensington, London, England.  He signed and took the Oath of Enlistment the same day.

commenced with the A.I.F. Training depot from 12 November until discharged on 31 December, 1915 as not likely to become an efficient soldier.
His aunt, the Honourable Katharine Annie Thring, an only child who never married, passed away in London in 1947.

DEATH OF LORD THRING – TITLE EXTINCT


LONDON, February 8.


The death, in his 80th year, is announced of Baron Thring, who was counsel to the Home Office from 1860 to 1868 and Parliamentary counsel thence till 1886, when on retirement, he was created a peer.


Lord Thring was a fellow of Magdalen College, Cambridge, having obtained a first class in the classical tripos.  He was the author of works on the Succession Duty Act, “The Law of Joint Stock Companies,” “Practical Legislation,” essays in the “Manual of Military Law,” and various articles in the reviews.  In 1856 he married Elizabeth, sister of Viscount Cardwell.  Lady Thring died in 1897.  There is one daughter, the Hon Katherine Annie Thring, and there being no son the title is extinct.
