Keith Bannatyne Lewis stated he was born in Windsor, Victoria on 9 April, 1890 the eldest son of James Bannatyne and Edith Augusta (nee Haynes) Lewis and registered at Prahran, Vic.  
The family moved to Tasmania and he was educated at the Convent High School, Deloraine and the Church Grammar School at Launceston, Tas and a member of their school cadets for three years.  
Results of his Junior and Senior Public Examinations were published in the:
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He also did an examination at the Launceston Technical School with results published in the
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Further education for a Diploma of Mining Engineering was undertaken at the University of Melbourne and one year with the University Rifles Club with some of his results appearing in the:
He graduated in 1913 with his Diploma in Mining Engineering.
Accompanied his father to the Rosebery Prospecting Company and assisted with his report with the following extract published in the:

In 1914 he was at Rennison Bell, Tasmania with occupation of miner.

At the recruiting depot in Melbourne (3rd Military District) on 6 January, 1915 the single twenty-four-year-old mining engineer applied to enlist for active service abroad and passed the medical examination.  Attestation forms describe him as 179cms (5ft 10¾ins) tall, weighing 74kgs (163lbs) with a chest expansion of 89-92cms (35-36½ins) and a medium complexion with brown eyes and fair hair.  Distinctive marks were two vaccination scars on his left arm.  Presbyterian was his religious faith.  Next-of-kin nominated was his father Mr J.B. Lewis, Esq., of “Remo” 41 Kooyong Road, Armadale, Victoria and allotted three-fifths of his pay to his mother.  He signed and took the Oath of Allegiance in Melbourne on 11 January, 1915.
Basic training commenced at the Depot at Broadmeadows camp from January 11 until 12 May, 1915.

Acknowledgement to the volunteering members of his former Rifle Club was published in the:
He applied for a Commission with the Aust Imperial Force on 5 May, 1915 which was announced in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette no. 38 on 15 May, 1915 appointed to be 2nd Lieutenant and assigned to the 1st Reinforcements to the 22nd Battalion.
The Reinforcement embarked from Melbourne on 16 July, 1915 on board HMAT Demosthenes arriving at the Suez on 14 August, 1915 and troops proceeded from Alexandria to join the Expeditionary Forces at Gallipoli on 30 August.  On 8 October was temporarily attached to the 4th Field Company Engineers but became ill with enteric fever (typhoid) and was invalided on the hospital ship Nevasa to hospital in Malta on October 27, 1915.
Base Records sent the following Telegram to his father as follows:

His name was listed in the casualty list published in the:
Base Records again advised his father with the following Telegram:

Due to his health, it was decided to return him for a change to Australia from the 1st Aust General Hospital in Heliopolis to Alexandria, Egypt on 14 December, 1915 on the hospital ship Salta and embarked for Victoria on the hospital ship Karoola on 20 January, 1916.
Base Records sent his father an extract from the Nominal Roll of sick and wounded who landed at Malta on 27 October, 1915.

His name appeared in the list of casualties in the Malta hospital printed in the:


His father was advised by the Department of Defence of cabled advice received his son was returning to Australia on the H.S. Karoola due in Melbourne about 19 January, 1916.
He was also on the list of soldiers returning appearing in the:
Appointed Lieutenant on 1 March, 1916 returned to duty after passing fit with the Medical Board reporting to Base Records on 11 March, 1916.  Was re-assigned to the No. 5 Tunnelling Company consisting of men from Victoria and Tasmania.
The recruits forming part of the No. 4 Tunnelling Company embarked from Brisbane, Qld early in May, 1916 aboard HMAT A69 Warilda for Sydney, NSW.  Six officers and 152 other ranks together with the 1st Reinforcements of fifteen other ranks made up the two sections.
At Rosebery Park, Sydney, NSW they joined their Headquarters and two sections (8 officers & 153 O.Rs.) plus 1st Reinforcements consisting of one officer and seventeen other ranks for final training.   

The 7713-ton transport departed Sydney, NSW on May 22, 1916 and collected in Melbourne, Victoria the No. 5 Company recruited from Victoria, South Aust. & Tasmania made up of Headquarters and 2 Sections (8 officers & 173 men) (3 M.D.). 
1 Section from Tasmania (3 officers & 76 O.Rs.); also 1st Reinforcements for No. 5 Company (17 men from Vic. & 8 men Tas.)  The ship departed on May 25, 1916 for Adelaide, S.A. to collect one Section of 3 officers & 76 O.Rs. with 1st Reinforcements of 8 O.Rs. 

In Perth the No. 6 Tunnelling Company was in their final stages of preparation for departure giving a regimental show of their strength in parades.
Docking at Fremantle, W.A. on June 1, 1916 added No. 6 Company recruited from W.A. of 14 officers and 325 O.Rs. along with 1st Reinforcements of 1 Officer & 32 O.Rs. departing the same day. 

Durban, South Africa was reached on June 16, 1916 and Cape Town on June 21, 1916 while St Vincent completed the African ports of call on July 7, 1916.  Discipline was fairly good except at intermediate ports where Away without Leave caused concern.  The fifty-eight-day voyage experienced remarkable pleasant weather terminating at Plymouth, England on July 18, 1916.  Four, Five and Six Companies comprising of 1064 officers and other ranks were detrained to Amesbury and Tidworth to begin training for the front at Perham Downs camp.

The Reinforcements proceeded to France on 29 August, 1916 arriving at the 2nd Divisional Base Depot the following day.  On 25 September Lieutenant was transferred in A.I.F. Orders no. 1 & 2, supernumerary to establishment to the 2nd Tunnelling Company and attached for duty on September 27, 1916.
The 2nd Tunnelling Company’s headquarters were situated at La Panne on the Belgian Coast with the Unit camped in the sand dunes at St Idesbalde working on tunnelling dugouts for advanced headquarters and machine gun positions as part of the Nieuport Bains Infantry Subway.

Lieutenant was taken on strength in permanent establishment with the 2nd Tunnelling Company on 9 January 1917 and on January 12 was attached to the 1st Canadian Tunnelling Company and re-joined from attachment on 4 February, 1917.

On 20 February, 1917 he assisted in a raid with three sappers resulting in the capture of 118 prisoners.

As part of his duties, he wrote to the wife of Sapper J.M. Foley conveying the circumstances and sympathy from the company on the loss of her husband which was reported in the:


He was an Associate Member of the Australian Institute of Mining Engineers who in their Journal of 31 March, 1917 acknowledged all members who had enlisted for active service abroad.  Also included in their Journal was the names of all members of the Institute.

Leave was again taken from 20 August, 1918 departing from the Cycle Base in Rouen on 1 September re-joining his unit two days later.
The 2nd Tunnelling Company took part in an attack being responsible for the road parties in the operations as recorded in their Unit Diary:
“29/9/18
At 5.50 a.m. the general attack took place.  The following was the order of battle on the Australian Corps front, North to South:

30th American Division

27th American Division        with the 3rd and 5th Australian Division in reserve.

Road parties moved out as detailed in Operations order No. 2 at zero hour plus 15 minutes.

No. 1 Section (Captain L. De J Grut) was responsible for BLACK ROAD (see attached map) and No. 2 Section (Captain C.L. Smith) for the RED ROAD.  On each of these roads, report centres, marked by large notice boards were established to which the 5th Pioneers and Officer in charge or road reconnaissance sent their reports.  They were then forwarded from there by motor cyclist to the Company Headquarters at C.R.E.’s Road Report Centre.  The progress of the roads was there plotted on a special graph which will be included in next month’s diary, and the information wired to the Chief Engineer, Australian Corps, 3rd Australian Division, 5th Australian Division, 27th American Division and the 30th American Division.


No. 3 Section (Lieut. S. Halford) commenced work at Zero hour plus 30 minutes on the HARGICOURT-ROSSAY Road and by 9 a.m. Lieut. Halford reported that this road was in excellent order for Double Motor Transport.


All reports received from parties on the road together with the original carbon copies of reports went by C.R.E., Corps Troops are attached as Appendix No XCII.  These are arranged chronologically and from then the progress of the operation can be accurately followed.


The casualties in Nos 1 and 2 sections were comparatively heavy; 10 out of 20 of Lieut. K.B. LEWIS’s party with 5th Pioneers Battalion became casualties.”
It is a matter of history that five of the Tunnellers who embarked on Anchises were transferred to the 5th Pioneer Battalion.  All were from South Australia.  7614 Spr James Thomas Dixey and 7622 Spr William Edward May were killed in action on 29 September, as were 7280 Spr Francis William McDonell, originally a Tunneller transferred to the 3rd Pioneer Battalion, and 1395 Spr Thomas Arthur Vernon of 2ATC.

During the action on the Hindenberg Line on 29/30 September 1918, the 5th Pioneers lost 3 officers and 61 other ranks; 105th Regt lost 2 officers and 46 other ranks; 1st Aust. Tunnelling Coy lost 1 Officer and 2 other ranks and the 2nd Aust. Tunnelling Coy lost 1 other rank.  The Australian Tunnelling Companies were awarded 10 Military Crosses, 2 Distinguished Conduct Medals and 12 Military Medals for their support of the Infantry attack that day. 
Another period of leave was taken from 27 October, 1918 and while on leave Peace was declared and he returned to duty on 12 November.

The Tunnelling Companies remained on the front as part of the Army of Occupation assisting with rehabilitation of their district by clearing roads and bridges of booby traps and delayed action mines left by the enemy.

Short leave to Paris was granted on 6 February, 1919.  Orders were received to return to England and marched out on 8 February, 1919 arriving at the Overseas Training Brigade Convalescent Camp two days later.  From there reported to the Education Office, Aust Army Service Corps Training Depot at Parkhouse on February 12 to be granted leave.
Special Leave for Non-Military Employment (NME) was granted with pay and subsistence from 19 February, 1919 to study geology with the Royal School of Mines, Imperial College of Science and Technology at South Kensington until 20 May, 1919.  An extension of leave with pay and subsistence was granted from 21 May to 21 June, 1919 to study geology 1D2 at the School of Mines.

Base Records sent to his father his form of Commission dated 15 May, 1919 covering the appointment of his son as temporary Lieutenant of the Regular Forces of the British Army for retention against the time of his return from active service.  This refers to his first appointment to Commission and not to his present rank. 

On completion of his special leave reported to Headquarters, London on June 21 for disposal and proceeded to No. 2 Group camp on 25 June, 1919 to await his voyage home.  After demobilisation Lieutenant Lewis embarked for Australia on 23 July, 1919 on board H.T. Canberra.  Base Records advised his father on 12 August that he was returning home.  The transport docked in Melbourne (3rd M.D.) on 11 September, 1919.  News of their arrival was published in the:

His appointment was terminated on 26 October, 1919.
Later that year he was listed as an assayer at the Federation Tin Mine at Zeehan, Tas.
On 1 July, 1920 he was appointed to the Roll of Officers for 3rd Military District as Lieutenant.  On 30 June, 1942 he was moved to the Reserve List.
His name was listed in the Institute of Mining and Metallurgy’s Journal in March, 1921 as follows:

His Appointment to Lieutenant in 1921 was announced in the:

For serving his country Lieutenant Keith Bannatyne Lewis, 4th Field Company Engineers / 2nd Tunnelling Company was issued to wear the 1914/15 Star (4515), British War Medal (16734) and the Victory Medal (16630).

The 1914/15 Star and War Medal were collected from Victoria Barracks on 19 May, 1921 and the Victory Medal on 25 May, 1922.
Keith married at Lottah, Tasmania on 30 March, 1921 to Doris Charlesworth.

He was working for the Raub Australian Gold Mining Company in Pahang, Fed. Malay States in 1925 and is listed in the Register of Tunnelling Companies, Roll of Honour at that address.  He also appears in the Topographical Index under the Malay States as: Lewis, K.B. (A.E.)
On his return to Australia in 1932 he is among the passengers published in the:

Work took him to mining at Mitta Mitta, Indi, Vic. during 1936 and 1937 followed by a mine manager at the Eldorado Gold Mining Company at Tennant Creek.  The following was reported in the:


Returned for his parents golden wedding anniversary which was covered in the:

Still listed at Tennant Creek, N.T. in 1943 and later that year was at the Maude Mine Prospecting Company at Glen Willis working as a surveyor accompanied by his wife.  In 1949 were at Glen Valley and still a mine surveyor.  A change to residing at High Street, Hastings with the occupation of orchardist where they remained from 1954 to 1977.
A Statement of his Service was requested by the Melbourne Branch of the Repatriation Commission from Base Records and duly forwarded on 21 November, 1966.
In 1980 they were listed at 74 Victoria Street, Hastings and retired.

Keith Bannatyne Lewis passed away on 15 June, 1984 aged 94 years.  Cremation took place at Springvale Crematorium on June 18 and his ashes were scattered.
Mrs Doris Lewis died in January, 1984 and also cremated at Springvale and her ashes were also scattered.

Their son Donald Edwin Lewis, born 1 February, 1922 in Hobart, Tas., enlisted during World War II on 23 June, 1940 in Melbourne, leaving his job at the Lands & Survey Department, giving next-of-kin as Keith Lewis.  His service no. was 400148.  News of his commission was announced in the:
He was photographed with a group of pilots of No. 452 Spitfire Squadron, RAAF at the RAF Station at Kirton-in-Lindsey, England.

Flight-Officer Lewis died on 21 January, 1942 aged 19 years as a result of a flying accident over the English Channel.  His body was not recovered.  His last Unit was with the 1st Embarkation Depot.  
His name is commemorated on the Runnymede Memorial, Surrey, England for those servicemen with no known grave and at the Australian War Memorial, Canberra, ACT in the Commemorative area on panel 105.

LEST WE FORGET

SAPPER RALPH HAYNES LEWIS
5364 – 2nd Tunnelling Company
Daylesford, Victoria was the birthplace of Ralph Haynes Lewis, third son of James Bannatyne and Edith Augusta (nee Haynes) Lewis on 23 January, 1893.  His early education was with the Church Grammar School, Launceston, Tasmania and served two years with the Volunteer Cadets and passed the Junior Public Examination in 1906 with results as follows:

Returning to Victoria he spent three years with the Volunteer Cadets and was a successful candidate gaining a certificate as a Factory Engine Driver as published in the:

In 1914 he was a student residing at 41 Kooyong Road, Armadale, Vic.
He completed studies to become an Associate Mining Engineer at the Working Men’s College gaining his Diploma in 1916.

At the A.I.F. Recruiting Depot at the Melbourne Town Hall on 6 January, 1916 the single twenty-two-year-old mining engineer applied to enlist for active service abroad and passed the preliminary medical examination.   No personal particulars appear on the form except his postal address of 41 Kooyong Road, Armadale, Vic.
Forms of Attestation describe him as 169cms (5ft 6¾ins) tall, weighing 55.4kgs (122lbs) with a chest expansion of 79-89cms (31-35½ins) and a dark complexion with grey eyes and brown hair.  Distinctive marks were three vaccination scars on his left arm and a pitted chest and shoulders.  Religion was Presbyterian.  Next-of-kin nominated was his father Mr James Lewis, 41 Kooyong Road, Armadale, Victoria.  He signed and took the Oath of Enlistment the same day. 
Basic training commenced the next day with the Engineer Reinforcements at the Doman camp until 24 February, 1916 then sent to the Engineer Officers’ School of Instruction at Moore Park, Sydney remaining until 25 April.

On 6 May, 1916 he applied for a Commission with the A.I.F. giving his qualifications of Diplomas and Certificate for Mining and Geology with previous employment in mining at the Anchor Tin Mine at Lottah, Tas.  Military experience listed was 2 years with the Volunteer Cadets (Tasmania) and 3 years with the same in Victoria, 7 weeks with the Engineers at Domain, Melbourne and passed the Officers’ Training School on 1 May, 1916 in Sydney, NSW.
The Commission was not forthcoming and allotted to the No. 5 Tunnelling Company at Broadmeadows camp on 26 May, 1916.  From there was sent to their training camp at Seymour, Vic for further instruction.  
In Unit Order No. 24 of 1 June, 1916, he was to be Acting Corporal with the Miners’ Reinforcements.
Presentation of his Mining Engineer Diploma and Expert Certificate were announced to take place in Melbourne in the:

In preparation for embarkation, he was allotted to the September, 1916 Reinforcements to the Tunnelling Companies with the regimental number 5364 in the rank of Acting Corporal.
On September 30, 1916 Acting Corporal Lewis was one of 168 volunteers who departed from Melbourne, Vic on the troopship HMAT A23 Suffolk.  The ship arrived at Fremantle on October 10 and departed the same day.  The South African port of Capetown was reached on October 30 and after an overnight stay left the following day.  The vessel arrived at Dakar, West Africa on November 15, 1916 staying in the harbour until November 20, 1916.  
After 64 days at sea the voyage terminated at Plymouth, England on December 2, 1916 and the soldiers marched into the Details camp at Perham Downs for further training for the front.

The Reinforcement proceeded to France from Folkstone on New Year’s Day, 1917 on board the transport S.S. Arundel arriving at the Aust General Base Depot in Rouelles the next day.  On 12 January was appointed to be E.D.P. Corporal (Extra Duty Pay) and a day later attached to the 1st Anzac Entrenching Battalion which was an advanced section of the Base Depot that organised works near the lines and through duties, usually of ten days duration, would accustom the reinforcements to war conditions before being assigned to a company in the field.

On 6 March, 1917 proceeded to the 2nd Tunnelling Company and reverted in rank to Sapper on marching out and taken on strength on March 22.
There are no Unit Diaries from August, 1916 to June, 1917 but the company recorded it was situated at Coxyde Bains on the South Coast of Belgium working in the Nieuport Bains sector at the beginning of July, 1917 sinking wells at Oost Dunkerque Bains and carrying out offensive mining against enemy strongpoints.
Sapper Lewis was wounded in action on 27 June, 1917 suffering a gunshot wound left leg and taken to the 91st Field Ambulance until 6 July when moved to the 1st Canadian Casualty Clearing Station then moved to the 10th Stationary Hospital before being transferred to the 7th General Hospital at St Omer on July 8.
Base Records regretfully advised his father on 8 July that his son had been reported wounded and gave his postal address and would transmit anything further received.

His name was among those casualties listed in the:


On 23 July, 1917 was invalided to England from Boulogne on the hospital ship St David being admitted to the Horton City of London War Hospital at Epsom later that day in Ward 2.  An X-Ray taken the following day revealed a small piece of shrapnel behind his femur. 
Base Records communicated again on 7 August, 1917 that he had been admitted to the Horton County London War Hospital at Epsom, England on 23/7/17 suffering from a gunshot wound left leg, severe.  Address was also included.  Further news was delivered from Base Records to his father dated 17 August that his condition had been reported improved.  News sent out from Records on 17 September he was convalescent. 

A transfer to the 1st Aust Auxiliary Hospital at Harefield on 17 September, 1917 followed.   Discharged to furlough on 5 October and report to the No. 2 Command Depot on October 22, 1917.  Marched in from Headquarters as ordered.

His father James B. Lewis Esq. wrote to Base Records from his business address 31 Queen Street, Melbourne on 25 November, 1917 that the last report from them his son was in Harefield Hospital.  It was rumoured that he was to be sent back to Australia and if they had any information he would be obliged if they would forward it to him.

Records replied on 3 December stating that no official intimation had been received to date that his son was returning to Australia.  Should such information come to hand later his father, resident at 41 Kooyong Road, Armidale would be notified.  They concluded his soldier was last reported to be convalescent.

Sapper Lewis embarked for a change to Australia due to gunshot wounds to his back and thigh on 20 December, 1917 on board H.T. Runic.  Base Records advised his father on 10 January, 1918 he was returning home.  The transport docked in Melbourne (3rd Military District) about 12 February, 1918.  News of their arrival was reported in the:

Military Discharge was issued in Melbourne (3rd M.D.) on 22 March, 1918 was medically unfit.  He returned to the home address at Armadale.

He was to be the honorary secretary of the Mining Battalion Association which was made known in the:

The British War Medal (54976) and the Victory Medal (53720) were issued to Sapper 5364 Ralph Haynes Lewis, 2nd Tunnelling Company for serving his country.
The War Medal was collected in person at Victoria Barracks on 13 February, 1922 and the Victory Medal on 18 September, 1922 at the same place.

Confirmation of his Appointment to the position of Examiner of Patents was announced in the:
In 1922 he is listed residing at Remo, Jessie Street, Malvern East with the occupation of examiner.  In 1928 his address was 7 Forster Avenue, Malvern East with the same occupation.

He was listed with the Officers of the Central Staff at the Patent Office of the Commonwealth Public Servants on 30 June 1927.

He is mentioned as a scoutmaster in Vermont from 1931 to 1933 who would put a lot of effort into his scout troop.

In 1934 his address was Beauchamp House, Acton, Canberra, ACT with the public informed in the: 

He attended the reunion dinner of his old Launceston school in 1937 being a pupil there in 1903.  His address was listed as Hotel Civic, City and an examiner of patents in 1937.
He was mentioned in the article on the occasion of his parents 50th Wedding Anniversary appearing in the:

He married, prior to 1943, to Agnes Hyatt Armstrong, widow of the late Mr W. Armstrong with three children Jean, Laurie and Arthur.  In 1943 his address was 32 Donaldson Street, Braddon and a patents examiner where he remained.  
Ralph was listed as President of the Ainslie National Rules Football Club in 1950 and was made a life member in 1958.

Base Records, Canberra received an inquiry from the Central Army Records, Melbourne dated 15 September, 1954 and replied on 19 October advising information for the Attorney-General’s Office and give his dates of enlistment, embarkation, return to Australia and discharge dates.  
Also noted that no record was held of the ex-member having had any furlough or pay in lieu thereof during his period of service.
Base Records also received a request for a copy of his service records from the Repatriation Department and these were sent on 31 October, 1967.

His wife Agnes died in 1977 with legal business advertised in the:
In the Queens New Year Honours for 1978 he was awarded the British Empire Medal with the citation appearing in the:

In 1980 he was living at 5 Achernar Close, Giralang, ACT and retired.
Ralph Haynes Lewis passed away on 7 January, 1982 aged 89 years in Calvary Hospital.  Arrangements were published in the:
