SAPPER EDWARD LINDLEY
7521 – 2nd Tunnelling Company
Edward Lindley was born in the second quarter of 1900 in Greenwich, London the son of Harry and Cora (nee Abberline) Lindley.  In 1901 the family were residing in the Deptford district at 32 Haystock Road and were Harry (25) lithographic printer, Cora (26) and children Harry (2) and Edward (10mths).  A decade later in 1911 they were living in a 5-roomed house at 101 Springbank Hither and were Harry (35) lithographic printer, Cora (37) newsagent & stationer, Harry (12), Edward (10) scholars, Charles (5) and Dorothy (2). 
His father Harry (35) worked as a general servant for his passage to Australia on the general steamer Geelong which left London on 16 July, 1912 giving his birth place as Bradford.  News of the ship’s arrival was briefly reported in the:
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His family followed on 24 March, 1913 in the steamer Perthshire which docked in Brisbane, Queensland on 29 May and passengers were Cora (37) housewife, Harry (12), Edward (10), Charles (8) and Doris (4).  They settled in West End, Brisbane.  Their voyage from London was published in the:
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Accompanied by his father, both enlisted at the recruiting depot in Brisbane (1st Military District) on 29 May, 1917 adding a year to his age to be eighteen years old and his parents signed the consent to enlistment form for their son for active service due to being under 21 years.  He gave his date of birth 16 May, 1893 which would have made him 24 years but was really just seventeen.  He passed the preliminary medical examination and his application was accepted by the recruiting officer.

Attestation forms were completed and describe him further standing 184cms (6ft ½in) tall, weighing 77kgs (170lbs) with a chest expansion of 89-99cms (35-39ins) with a medium complexion, good vision in his blue eyes and brown hair.  Distinctive marks were one vaccination scar on his left arm, scar on his right hip and breast. Military experience was gained from 15 months Senior Cadets, Area 10B with equipment returned.  Religious faith was Church of England.  Next-of-kin initially was his father Mr Harry Lindley of Arthur Street, West End but this changed to his mother Mrs Cora Lindley, Arthur Street, Oleigh Estate, Hill End, Brisbane, Qld due to his father enlisting in the A.I.F.  He signed and took the Oath of Allegiance the same day.
Acknowledgement to the new recruits was published in the:
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Basic training commenced with the Pioneer Battalion from 19 June to 3 July, 1917 then allotted after final home leave from 3rd to 4th July to the Miners Depot until July 17.  From there was sent to their training camp at Seymour, Victoria for further instruction with C. Coy April, 1917 Reinforcements but then changed on 26 July to the Staff Officer for Invalids due to illness until 2 August when he returned to train with B. Coy.  In preparation for departure military authorities noted his Will was lodged with his mother at Arthur Street, West End, South Brisbane.  His rank was Sapper with the regimental number 7521.

The April Reinforcements consisted of 168 members who embarked on the troopship HMAT A68 Anchises on August 8, 1917 from Sydney, NSW.  Colds and influenza were prevalent at the commencement of the voyage.   Crossing the Pacific Ocean the vessel arrived at Colon, Panama on September 2, 1917 departing six days later.  Halifax, Nova Scotia was reached on the 18th and after three days in port departed on September 21, 1917.  The final journey to England was completed after a 55-day voyage when they docked at Liverpool on October 2, 1917.  The troops were detrained to Tidworth.  
The following day they arrived at Nos 1 and 3 Details Camps at Parkhouse for further training for the front.

His mother was advised of his arrival in England and news was placed in the:
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The Reinforcements proceeded to France on 14 November, 1917 from Southampton arriving the following day at the Aust General Base Depot in Rouelles.  On November 20 marched out to the 1st Anzac Entrenching Battalion which was an advanced section of the Base Depot that organised works near the lines and through duties, usually of ten days duration, would accustom the reinforcements to war conditions before being assigned to a company in the field.

Sapper was attached to the 2nd Tunnelling Company from the Aust Corps Depot on 4 January, 1918 who were working on No. 37 Brigade Headquarters and dugout systems for infantry accommodation.
He was issued with Blue Chevrons to wear on his uniform for serving twelve months abroad.

On 25th April, 1918 went sick to the 14th Aust Field Ambulance and sent to the 4th Casualty Clearing Station for treatment of infected glands left leg then conveyed on Ambulance Train to the 11th Stationary Hospital.  Was moved again to the 72nd General Hospital at Tronville on 2 May and transferred to the 1st Aust Corps Depot in Havre with infected glands.  On 6 July returned to the Aust General Base Depot in Rouelles and re-joined his unit on 14 July and taken on strength with the 2nd Tunnelling Company.

His mother was notified by Base Records and the news and was shared in the:
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Service continued until granted leave from the United Kingdom on 6 November, 1918.  While away Peace was declared and he returned to duty on November 22.  The Tunnelling Companies remained on the front as part of the Army of Occupation assisting with rehabilitation of their area by clearing roads and bridges of booby traps and delayed action mines left by the enemy.

Orders were received on 23 May, 1919 to return to the Aust Base Depot 2 at Havre and departed for England on May 30 arriving the following day and marched into the No. 2 Group camp at Sutton Veny. 
After demobilisation Sapper Lindley embarked from Devonport, England for Australia on 24 July, 1919 on board H.T. Bakara.  Base Records advised his mother on 19 August that he was returning home.  The transport docked in Sydney (2nd Military District) on 30 September, 1919 but the Queenslanders disembarked to board the troop train for Brisbane and their arrival there was reported in the:

Military Discharge was issued in Brisbane (1st M.D.) on 1 November, 1919 on termination of his period of enlistment.
He married in 1921 to Evelyn Maud Emery and they made their home at Ardar, 10 Brassey Street, Fairfield with his occupation of quarantine assistant.


In the Queensland Garden of Remembrance at Pinnaroo Lawn Cemetery, Bridgeman Downs his service is commemorated on wall 38, row D. 

His father and brother also served.
PRIVATE HARRY LINDLEY

3676 – 25th Battalion / 26th Battalion
Harry Lindley was born in Bradford, Yorkshire, England on 4 June, 1877 the son of Charles and Emma (nee Busfield) Lindley.  He was a lithographic printer had military training of four years with the Volunteers until his time expired.  He married Cora Abberline in St Andrew’s Church, Peckham, Surrey on 26 December, 1896.  They were residing at 32 Haystock Road, Deptford district in 1901 and were Harry (25) lithographic printer, wife Cora (26) and infant children Harry (2) and Edward (10mths).

Ten years later the family were living in a 5-roomed house at 101 Springbank Road, Hither Green S.E. London and consisted of Harry (35) lithographic printer, Cora (37) newsagent & stationer, Harry (12), Edward (10) scholars and Charles (5) and Dorothy (2).  They stated they had been married fourteen years and had five children with one being deceased.
Harry (35) left London on 16 July, 1912 working his passage to Australia as a general servant on the steamer Geelong giving Bradford as his place of birth on the ship’s log.  News of the steamer’s arrival was briefly reported in the:


His family followed on 24 March, 1913 in the steamer Perthshire which docked in Brisbane, Queensland on 29 May and passengers were Cora (37) housewife, Harry (12), Edward (10), Charles (8) and Doris (4).  They settled in West End, Brisbane.  Their arrival from London was published in the:


At the recruiting depot in Brisbane on 29 May, 1917 the thirty-nine-year-old commercial traveller applied with his son to enlist for active service abroad and passed the medical examination.  Forms of Attestation were completed was describe him as 188cms (6ft 2ins) tall, weighing 113kgs (250lbs) with a chest expansion of 102-109cms (40-43ins) and had a dark complexion with his brown eyes testing to good vision and dark hair.  Church of England was his religion.  Next-of-kin nominated was his wife Mrs Cora Lindley of Arthur Street, Orleigh Estate, Hill End, South Brisbane and allotted two-fifths of his pay in support of her and their two dependant children.  The Oath of Enlistment was signed and taken the same day.  
Basic training commenced with the No. 1 Depot Battalion from 11th to 28th July then allotted to the 10th Reinforcements to the 49th Battalion.  His rank was Private with the regimental number 3676.

The Reinforcements embarked from Sydney (2nd M.D) on 1 August, 1917 on board HMAT A7 Medic crossing the Pacific to Colon, Panama then along the coast to Halifax, Nova Scotia.  
On 21 September they were transferred to the S.S. Orissa for the remainder of the voyage and docked at Liverpool, England on 3 October, 1917 and marched into the 13th Training Battalion at Codford the next day.
His wife received the news that he and his son had arrived in England safely and shared in the:
The troops proceeded to France from Southampton to reinforce the 25th Battalion on 16 January, 1918 arriving at the Aust Infantry Base Depot in Havre and proceeded to his unit and taken on strength 21 January with his service number becoming 3676B. 

Was attached for duty to the Aust Army Service Corps on 20 April, 1918 and returned to duty on 26 May.

He was paid in France on 1 September, 1918.

On 10 October, 1918 was transferred to the 26th Battalion and taken on strength remaining detached with the A.A.S.C. and was there when Peace was declared re-joining his unit on 5 December.  

Leave to England was granted and taken from 12 to 26 December, 1918.

Private was eligible for early repatriation and orders were to return to the Aust Base Depot on 16 April and left there on April 23 arriving at the No. 2 Group camp at Sutton Veny a day later.

After demobilisation Private Lindley embarked for Australia on the H.T. Devanha on 8 May, 1919.  Base Records advised his wife on 6 June he was returning home.

The transport docked in Sydney (2nd M.D.) on 26 June, 1919 with news of their arrival reported in the:

The soldiers for Queensland boarded the troop train for Brisbane arriving a day later to a big welcome home.  Their arrival was covered in the:

Military Discharge was issued in Brisbane (1st M.D.) on 8 August, 1919 as medically unfit due to disability – varicose veins. 
The couple remained at Arthur Street, Hill End and he was a commercial traveller listed until 1921.
For serving his country Private 3676B Harry Lindley, 25th & 26th Battalions was issued with the British War Medal (30698) and the Victory Medal (29101).

The Brisbane branch of the Repatriation Commission requested copies of his medical and service records which were forwarded by Base Records on 14 June, 1923. 

They had moved to George Street, Taringa by 1925 and he was still a traveller.

Harry wrote to Base Records on 28 August, 1928 from his business – H. Lindley, Commercial Stationer, Lithographic & Letterpress Printer, “Clockhouse” Lane, 195a Elizabeth Street, Brisbane advising that he had lost his badge and was informed by Victoria Barracks he could procure one from them.  He included his military details and one shilling in stamps.

Base Records sent their circular of procedure and Harry replied and delcared on his letterhead and witnessed by a Justice of the Peace on 17th September, 1928 that the circumstances of the loss of his Returned Badge was lost in a fire at King & Kings Buildings where I rented an office.  My regimental number was 3676 Pte Harry Lindley, 25th Battalion.  
Records sent the replacement Returned Serviceman’s Badge no.C1192 by Registered Post 2419 and he receipted delivery on 24 September, 1928. 

He was involved in a motor vehicle accident in May, 1929 with the following reported in the:


Harry Lindley passed away nine days later on 24 May, 1929 aged 52 years.  Family arrangements were published in the:


Interment took place in portion 10 of Toowong Cemetery within section 58 in grave no. 14.
When Mrs Cora Lindley died in 1933, she was interred in Toowoomba cemetery.

PRIVATE HARRY LINDLEY
5068 – 26th Battalion
Harry Lindley was born in Camberwell, Surrey, England in 1899 the son of Harry and Cora (nee Abberline) Lindley.  They were residing at 32 Haystock Road, Deptford district in 1901 and were Harry (25) lithographic printer, wife Cora (26) and infant children Harry (2) and Edward (10mths).  Ten years later the family were living in a 5-roomed house at 101 Springbank Road, Hither Green S.E. London and consisted of Harry (35) lithographic printer, Cora (37) newsagent & stationer, Harry (12), Edward (10) scholars and Charles (5) and Dorothy (2).  

His father, Harry (35) left London on 16 July, 1912 working his passage to Australia as a general servant on the steamer Geelong giving Bradford as his place of birth on the ship’s log.  News of the steamer’s arrival was briefly reported in the:


His family followed on 24 March, 1913 in the steamer Perthshire which docked in Brisbane, Queensland on 29 May and passengers were Cora (37) housewife, Harry (12), Edward (10), Charles (8) and Doris (4).  They settled in West End, Brisbane.  Their arrival from London was published in the:



Harry (Jnr) was working as a labourer and residing at Lowry Street, Ipswich, Qld in 1913 and had served two years compulsory military training.
At the recruiting depot on 29 January, 1916 in Brisbane (1st Military District) the single eighteen-year-old applied to enlist for active service abroad and passed the medical examination.   Completed forms of Attestation describe him as 187cms (6ft 1½ins) tall, weighing 65.9kgs (145lbs) with a chest expansion 86-93cms (34-36½ins) and a dark complexion with good vision in his brown eyes and dark hair.  Distinctive marks were scars on his left hand.  Religious faith was Church of England.  Next-of-kin nominated was his mother Mrs Cora Lindley of Watson Street, Booval, North Ipswich, Qld.  The Oath of Allegiance was signed and taken the same day.
Basic training commenced with the 11th Depot Battalion from 15 February, 1916 to 15 March moving to the 14th Depot Battalion till March 31 then allotted to the 13th Reinforcements to the 26th Battalion.  His rank was Private with the regimental number 5068.

The Reinforcements embarked from Brisbane on 4 May, 1916 on HMAT A69 Seang Choon disembarking at the Suez on 16 June, 1916.  They left to join the British Expeditionary Forces in France and left Alexandria, Egypt arriving in England (undated) then proceeded to France on 29 September arriving at the 2nd Aust Divisional Base at Etaples on 2 October.  He was taken on strength with the 49th Battalion on 12 October, 1916 in the field.

Private Lindley was wounded in action on 28 January, 1917 being admitted to the 13th Aust Field Ambulance with a gunshot wound to his left thigh and two days later sent to the 9th General Hospital in Rouen for further treatment.  
On 1 February was transferred to England from Havre on the hospital ship Warilda entering the Norfolk War Hospital, Thorpe, Warwick on 4 February.

Base Records regretted to advise his mother on 14 February, 1917 that he had been admitted to the Norfolk War Hospital, England with gunshot wound (mild nature).

Mrs Lindley wrote to Base Records on 23 February, 1917 after being advised by the local Red Cross Depot to inform them that as the mother of Pte H. Lindley, 5068 49th Battalion she had altered her address from Booval to Arthur Street, Orleigh Estate, West End, Brisbane.  Acknowledgment was sent by formal printed card and address changed.

His name appeared in the Casualty List published in the:

On 6 May, 1917 information while in hospital was taken for a proposed discharge and his details are as follows:

He was transferred to the 1st Aust Auxiliary Hospital on 14 June, 1917 the discharged to furlough on June 28 and report to the No. 2 Command Depot at Weymouth.  Reported from headquarters as ordered and marched out to the No. 3 Command Depot Hurdcott classed with B1A1 debility on 10 August, 1917.

On 4 October, 1917 returned to the No. 2 Command Depot at Weymouth reclassified with B2 debility. 
Private Lindley embarked for Australia due to debility on 31 October, 1917 on board H.T. Berrima.  Base Records advised his mother on 29 November that he was returning home.  The transport docked in Melbourne (3rd Military District) on 30 December, 1917 and the soldiers were sent by troop trains to Sydney and Brisbane.  The following was reported in the:


Military Discharge was issued in Brisbane (1st M.D.) on 12 February, 1918 as medically unfit.
He was granted a military pension from 19 February, 1918 of £3 ($6) per fortnight to him at Arthur Street, South Brisbane.

In 1921 he was working at the Mental Hospital, Goodna as an attendant.  

Private 5068 Harry Lindley was issued with the British War Medal (16275) and the Victory Medal (15927) for service for his country.
He married on 1 July, 1922 to Florence Whiston and their residence was Alice Street, Goodna where they remained.
Base Records forwarded a copy of his service records on 12 July, 1921 to the Brisbane branch of the Repatriation Commission as per their request.

From 1937 onward they are listed at “Whistlin” 17 Brae Street, Coorparoo and has no occupation.

The steamer Perthshire arrived from London on Thursday with a large number of immigrants on board.  The weather was fine throughout the trip, and there was little or no sickness on board.  The vessel left London with 262 nominated immigrants, eight assisted and 22 full-paying.

Of these 52 were married men, 88 married women, 67 single men and 59 male and 61 female children.  Their nationalities were -: English 245, Scotch 120, Irish 17, Danes two, Norwegians two, Dutch five, and one Finn.  The landing arrangements were supervised by Mr W. Shultz of the Immigration Department.  The ship also carried a medical man (Dr Wood) and a nurse (Nurse Ames).  Much improvement has been made in the immigrations’ quarters since the vessel was last at this part.  Cubicles have been erected in the women’s quarters to give more privacy.
