LIEUTENANT ROBERT EMERIC TYLER
3rd Tunnelling Company
Robert Emeric Tyler was born on 8 May, 1876 the son of Robert Emeric and Emma Pegg (nee Clayton) Tyler.  In 1881 the family were living at 16 Caroline Street, St Giles in the Field and residents were Robert E. (40) Architect, Emma P. (31) Louisa E. (6), Robert E. (4) with Sarah P. Clayton (25) sister-in-law, Alice Reynolds, cook and Lucy Ferner, parlour maid.
A decade later in 1891 they were at 71 Gower Street, St Giles with Robert Emeric (50) Architect, Emma P. (41), Louisa E. (16), Robert E. (14) and Mary A (35) sister-in-law, Fanny Briggs (26) cook, Annie Briggs, (18) housemaid and Emily Daisuay, waiting maid.

Six years later the following was placed in the:
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He arrived from London on 18 May, 1900 on the steamer Oroya arriving at Albany, Western Australia and was chairman of the Murchison Associated Gold Mines Limited and returned to London for the meetings whose proceedings were reported in the:
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He married at Bunbury, W.A. in 1902 to Elizabeth (Bessie) Georgina McFarlin and returned to London for the December, 1902 meeting of the Emperor Gold Mines as reported in the:

They remained in London where children were born and his return in April, 1904 with the following reports of Company meetings published in the:
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He was a witness in the Warden’s Court later that year and reported in the:
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His name was mentioned in the mining report published about the Murchison mines in the:


His return to the goldfields in 1909 was reported in the:

At the Senior Cadets Depot in Kalgoorlie on 29 February, 1916 the married thirty-nine-year-old manager of mine workings applied to enlist for active service abroad and passed the medical examination.  Attestation forms describe him as 168cms  (5ft 6ins) tall, weighing 71.8kgs (158lbs) with a chest expansion of 90-100cms (35½-39½ins) and had a ruddy complexion with good vision in his blue eyes and brown hair.  Religious faith was Church of England.  
Next-of-kin nominated was his wife Mrs Elizabeth Georgina Tyler of Eclipse Lease, Kallaroo, W.A. and allotted two-fifths of his pay in support of her and their four children.  Later the address changed to care of Oroya Mines, Box 57, Kalgoorlie, W.A.  

Reported to Blackboy Hill camp, near Perth on 16 March, 1916 where he signed and took the Oath of Allegiance the same day and allotted to the No. 6 Tunnelling Company at Belmont camp in the rank of Sapper.

Recruiting for the No. 6 Tunnelling Company had commenced on March 7, 1916 by Captain Lawson and his four officers.  Instruction classes were formed of officers and N.C.O.’s as there was insufficient time to attend the Engineer’s School in Sydney.  Recruits were forthcoming in abundant numbers and the aim was to have good physical types of skilled W.A. Miners.  

At Blackboy Hill camp the new company paraded daily with sister companies until March 27 when the Company moved camp to Belmont camp. Tyler arrived at the camp where four sections were created and training continued through April and May. 
He applied for a Commission with the A.I.F. which was granted on 16 April, 1916 as Second Lieutenant.
The remainder of May was occupied in the usual training: musketry, trench work and night work while equipment and clothing issue was also in progress.  Here a difficulty was met in that the general size of the men was considerably above the average and some little trouble was experienced in getting all accurately fitted.

Early in May, 1916 the No. 4 Tunnelling Company consisting of six officers and 152 other ranks together with the 1st Reinforcements of fifteen other ranks making up two sections, embarked from Brisbane, Qld aboard HMAT A69 Warilda for Sydney, NSW.  

At Rosebery Park, Sydney, NSW they joined their Headquarters and two sections (8 officers & 153 O.Rs.) plus 1st Reinforcements consisting of one officer and seventeen other ranks for final training.   

The 7713-ton transport Warilda departed Sydney, NSW on May 22, 1916 and collected in Melbourne, Victoria the No. 5 Company recruited from Victoria, South Aust. & Tasmania made up of Headquarters and 2 Sections (8 officers & 173 men) (3 M.D.). One Section from Tasmania (3 officers & 76 O.Rs); also 1st Reinforcements for No. 5 Company (17 men from Vic. & 8 men Tas.)  The ship departed on May 25, 1916 for Adelaide, S.A. to collect one Section of 3 officers & 76 O.Rs with 1st Reinforcements of 8 O.Rs. 

The No. 6 Company paraded through the city of Perth where the fine physique of the men, who marched with arms bare to the elbow excited universal admiration.

News of their movements were published in the:


The transport arrived in port at Fremantle, W.A. on June 1, 1916.  
The whole company consisting of 14 officers and 325 O.R.s along with 1st Reinforcements of 1 officer and 32 O.Rs entrained at Belmont at 2 p.m., every man physically fit being present and boarded Warilda which left the harbour the same evening.
Durban, South Africa was reached on June 16, 1916 and Cape Town on June 21, 1916 while St Vincent completed the African ports of call on July 7, 1916.  
His promotion was announced from the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette in the:

Discipline was fairly good except at intermediate ports where Away without Leave caused concern.  The fifty-eight-day voyage experienced remarkable pleasant weather terminating at Plymouth, England on July 18, 1916.  Four, Five and Six Companies comprising of 1064 officers and other ranks were detrained to Amesbury and Tidworth to begin training for the front at Perham Downs.

The Reinforcements proceeded to France on 28 August, 1916 arriving at the 2nd Aust Divisional Base Depot on August 30 at Etaples.  He reported for duty and was taken on strength on 25 September, 1916.
In the After War Report of the 3rd Tunnelling Company the following was recorded on their movements:
“On 25/9/16 took place the absorption of the 6th Aust. Tnlg Coy which marched in from Etaples.  It consisted of 10 officers & 209 O.Rs, the officers being :

During March, 1917 he was instructed in underground mine rescue using the “Proto-equipment” – a life-saving breathing apparatus worn to rescue or retrieve men from underground when nitrous gases permeate the air in the tunnels.  
He is in the photograph with Officers of the 3rd Tunnelling Company which appeared in the:


Early in July, 1917 the following was recorded on the work of the Unit in their diary:
“On July 8th the enemy fired a mine making a crater, which was called “Coulter’s Crater” bringing down a few tons of loose chalk & Seaforth Main Gallery, the crater was about 60 ft in diameter & 30 feet deep.  
The enemy was endeavouring to reclaim his shaft leads.  In this he was harassed by our artillery.  At the same time, we were pushing out a gallery to connect with his system before he could reclaim it.  By the 8th July he had made sufficient progress to pick up the leads to a charge he had previously laid and knowing, no doubt by his listening, that we were just about to break into his gallery he fired the charge.  It was a “windy” blow and he really played right into our hands by doing so.  Very little damage was done to our galleries and he was kept out of his by the mine gas formed by the explosion.  We were therefore able by taking precautions against gassing to break through in safety and capture the enemy system.  The blow formed a crater about 60 feet diameter & 30 feet deep.  The lip of the crater covered about 40 yards of the new British Front Line but as we advise the Infantry of the possibility of an enemy “blow” at this point all troops were kept clear and therefore only two slight casualties resulted.  This last crater was the last effort of the enemy in Mining Hill 70.  It was called “Coulter’s Crater” after our late gallant and distinguished Commanding Officer, Major L.J. Coulter, D.S.O.”
Four days later on 12 July, 1917 Lieutenant was wounded in action receiving a bullet wound to his left elbow and taken to the 17th Field Ambulance progressing to the 1st Casualty Clearing Station the following day and placed on the Seconded List.
This was recorded on his injury in the After War Report:

“On 13/7/17 Lt R.E. Tyler was wounded in the arm by M.G. Bullet & was later returned to Australia.”
On 13 July, 1917 was conveyed on Ambulance Train no. 17 to the 20th General Hospital at Camiers.  Lieutenant was invalided to England on 20 July, 1917 on the hospital ship Princess Elizabeth for further treatment of his severe injury of compound fracture to the radius and ulna in the 3rd London General Hospital in Wandsworth.
Base Records advised his wife with the following Telegrams:

Base Records wrote to Mrs Tyler on 2 August, 1917 advising that it had been reported that Lieutenant R.E. Tyler was transferred to the 3rd London General Hospital, Wandsworth, England on 20/9/17.  His postal address was included for correspondence.

On 7 August, 1917 Mrs Tyler received another Telegram from Base Records as follows:


His name was among those listed in the Casualty List published in the:


Was transferred on 3 September, 1917 to Cobham Hall to recuperate.
Another Telegram from Base Records was sent to Mrs Tyler with the following news:

Lieutenant Tyler embarked for a change to Australia due to gunshot wound left elbow with fracture of radius and ulna on 18 October, 1917 on board H.T. Beltana and struck off strength.  Base Records advised his wife on 21 November, 1917 that he was returning home. 
News of their impending arrival was announced in the:

The troopship docked at Fremantle, W.A. (5th Military District) on 3 December, 1917.
He wrote to Base Records from the West Australian Club, Perth, W.A. that he would be obliged if they could send him a written statement as to the date of entry of himself to hospitals in France and England for the purpose of satisfying the Friendly Societies Auditor of W.A.  The dates were July 13 and 20th of this year.
Base Records replied on 19 December, 1917 that Lieutenant Robert Emeric Tyler, 3rd Aust. Tunnelling Company, Aust Imperial Force was admitted to the 20th General Hospital on 15 July, 1917 suffering with gunshot wound left elbow; transferred to 3rd London General Hospital on 20th July, 1917; returned to Australia per hospital transport “Beltana” which reached Melbourne on 10th December, 1917; no further record available.
His appointment was terminated in Perth (5th M.D.) on 29 March, 1918.

The British War Medal (14675) and the Victory Medal (12494) were issued to wear to Lieutenant Robert Emeric Tyler, 3rd Tunnelling Company for serving his country.

The Perth Branch of the Repatriation Commission requested a copy of his service records from Base Records which were forwarded on 12 September, 1930.

In 1931 they were residing at Barton Street, Rivervale working as a clerk.  
He devoted a great deal of his time supporting the Returned Soldiers League, attending committee meetings and was president for a period of time.

His name was published in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette in 1939 as follows:


During World War II he re-enlisted with the Australian Army from Rivervale at Claremont, W.A. on 21 September, 1942 giving next-of-kin as Edith Tyler.  Service number was W18821.  Discharge took place on 29 August, 1943 of Staff-Sergeant after serving with the W.A. Line of Command Central Registry.
Robert (Bob) Emeric Tyler passed away on 8 December, 1945 aged 69 years.  Announcement, tributes and arrangements were published in the:

Interment took place in the Anglican portion of Karrakatta Cemetery within section WB in gravesite no. 40.
Mrs Edith Muriel Tyler died in 1958 and buried with her husband.
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"In 1895, Robert Emeric Tyler, a leading London architect, and his nineteen-year-old son Bobby travelled by rail and sea to Australia with a view to purchasing a goldmine. Their adventures, misadventures and incredible naivety as they journeyed in remote parts of the Western Australian goldfields were recorded faithfully in letters to 'My Dear Emma', Robert's wife in England." JUMPING THE EMPEROR – ALLEGED COLLUSION – THE JUMPER JUDGED


At the Cue Warden’s Court on Tuesday, before Warden Troy, Malcolm Ferguson was charged by the police with, that on or about September 30th, 1904 at Cue, Murchison Goldfield, he did make or caused to be made an application to the Warden for the forfeiture of gold mining leases 15p and 176, and that such applications were made for the purpose of defeating or escaping the labor conditions contrary to the provisions of section 102 of the Mining Act, 1904.


Prior to the lodging of the plaints on the 16th he had not consulted Tyler nor Ferguson re the plaints.


Robert Emeric Tyler, mining engineer, and now employed as manager of the Murchison Associated G.M. Co., and the East Fingall G.M. Co., sworn, said Ferguson was employed as underground foreman on the Murchison Associated G.M. Co.  On the 14th September or before that date did not give any instructions and had no conversation with him about the Emperor leases.  Told him the leases were jumpable about that time.  Told him that if he wished to jump them, he could.  Would have not told him so, if he (witness) could have done anything with them himself.  Knew Uriah Dudley, late manager of the Emperor G.M. Co.  Was never asked to keep an eye on the leases to see if they were jumpable.  Knew Palfreyman, Hough and Bailey.  Had never communicated with them re the Emperor leases.   Received a note from Hough two or three days before he told Ferguson.  The mote was to the effect that the Emperor leases were jumpable.  There was nothing else of any importance contained in the note, and he destroyed it.  Acting of information received from Hough, when he found he could do nothing with the leases himself, he told Ferguson thinking it might be more in his line.  Told Ferguson that the leases were forfeitable on the 15th.  Did not instruct him how to jump the leases and had no further conversation with him.  Afterwards Ferguson told witness that he had jumped them.  Did not know if Ferguson worked on the Rubicon mine on the 15th.  The Emperor leases were two miles away from the Rubicon.  Did not know if Ferguson used the company’s horse and trap.  There was no conversation between witness and Dudley about keeping an eye on the Emperor leases.  Had not instructed anyone to apply for a search at the Mines Office.

  Although the numerical strength of the troops which paraded the city streets yesterday morning was considerably less than that of previous parades, and despite the fact that citizens have become accustomed to the sight of khaki-clad warriors, the men of the No.6 Tunnelling Company and the Claremont N.C.O. school met with a hearty reception as they swung along to the inspiriting music of the Blackboy Hill band.  The line of route was freely bedecked with flags, whilst the large crowds, if somewhat undemonstrated denoted none the less by their presence their keen appreciation of that sense of patriotism which found its highest expression in the long line of soldiers answering to the call of Empire.  In physique and general bearing the men were equal to their comrades who have gone before.  Leaving James-street well on appointed time, the column swung into Beaufort-street and over the bridge in to Barrack-street.  The members of the N.C.O. school, about 113 strong, under Captain Thompson, followed the band, the No.6 Tunnelling Company, with its first reinforcements, totalling nearly 400 men, under Captain Lawson, bringing up the rear.  At the head of the Tunnellers was borne the flag recently presented to the company.


After traversing Barrack and Hay streets the column entered St George’s-terrace via Victoria-avenue.  Opposite Government House his Excellency (Sir Harry Barron), with whom were the State Commandant (Colonel J.H. Bruche), Major P.H. Meeks and Major Wilkinson, A.D.C., took the salute.  Passing along the Terrace the route was via William and Wellington streets to the station.  The men paraded in full fighting equipment.

FUNERAL – THE LATE MRS TYLER


The death of Mrs Elizabeth Georgina Tyler, wife of Lieut. Robert E. Tyler, late of the 3rd Tunnelling Company, A.I.F. (returned), occurred on Thursday, the 4th inst., after a short illness.  About a week ago the deceased lady was taken suddenly ill, which necessitated an operation, and despite all possible care and attention she passed away on the 4th inst.  Mrs Tyler, with her husband was well know and highly respected at Cue, Day Dawn and Kalgoorlie, where they resided previous to the outbreak of war.  She leaves a husband and a young family of two sons and two daughters, for whom much sympathy is felt.  The funeral took place on Friday afternoon at the Anglican Cemetery, Karrakatta, in the presence of a large number of relatives and friends.  The Rev. J.P. Davoren conducted the funeral ceremony.


The chief mourners were Lieut. Robert Tyler, (husband), Masters Robert and George (sons), Misses Beatrice and Rosette Tyler (daughters), Mrs Webb (niece), Lieut. Logie, O.C. 35th Fortress Company, and Mr H. Haworth.  The pall-bearers were Corporal P. Hoare, Sappers A.J. Angove, R.E. Davies, S.J. Harris, M. Davis and O. Keegan.  The coffin-bearers were Corporal A. Luff, Sappers J. Reany, H.A. Doonan, H. M’Glakan, G. John and N. Ricona.  


Prior to the enlistment of Lieut. Tyler, he was general manager of the Murchison Associated.  Later he occupied the position on the staff of the Brown Hill Oroya Links for several years and resided with his family at Kallaroo.  He was severely wounded in France several months ago.  Lieut. Tyler, his wife and family then took up residence at the coast.

“It’s like this, sir,” was the answer.  “This eyesing right and forming fours is all right for some but give me a steam ‘ammer and I’ll be ‘appy.”


On another occasion at Belmont, a sapper was brough before the O.C., charged with being drunk, and not for the first time either.  The O.C. cautioned him and gave him a few words of advice.  “now Blank,” he said “if you are not careful this drinking will grow on you.”


Old Black drew himself up and gave the Tunnellers’ salute.  “Sir,” he said, with some dignity, “I have been a drunkard all my life.”
