LIEUTENANT D’ARCY WENTWORTH
3rd Tunnelling Company
D’Arcy Wentworth was born at Vaucluse, Sydney, New South Wales on 20 June, 1874 the son of Fitzwilliam and Mary Jane (nee Hill) Wentworth and baptised on 20 July at St Michael’s Church, Surry Hills with his parents listed living at South Head and his father’s occupation was gentleman.  
His education was completed at Wellington College, England then graduated with a degree from the Royal School of Mines, London as a mining engineer.  He returned to Australia about 1897 and became an associate of the Australian Institute of Mining Engineers in 1898. 
In 1905 he was listed as a mining engineer staying at the bachelor’s quarters on Rockhampton Road, Mount Morgan, Q

He was reported in a syndicate of Mt Morgan men applying for a gold mining lease situated at Eungella, via Mackay, Queensland in 1907 and reported in the:
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He was interviewed on syndicate’s prospects in this field and published in the:
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In 1914 his work took him to New Guinea as mentioned in the:
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At the recruiting depot in Sydney (2nd Military District) about 1 August, 1915 he applied to enlist for active service abroad and passed the medical examination.  Basic training commenced with the 10th Reinforcements to the 2nd Battalion from August 1 to 29 August progressing to the 11th Reinforcements to the 2nd Battalion to the 29 September, 1915.  A day later Private Wentworth attended the Non-Commissioned Officers’ School at Liverpool, Sydney until 3 October then was promoted to Acting-Sergeant/Provisional Lieutenant and sent to the Officers’ School at Moore Park until 13 November.  Returned to the 12th Reinforcements to the 2nd Battalion from 15th to 29th November then was moved to the 20th Battalion at Casula camp, near Liverpool to 6th January, 1916 when sent to the Engineers’ School at Moore Park, Sydney in the rank of Sergeant.  
For months the Mining Corps were establishing and training volunteers from around the country at Casula camp near Liverpool and boarded HMAT A38 Ulysses in Sydney, NSW on February 20 to sail for the European theatre.  Arriving in Melbourne, Victoria on February 22 the Miners camped at Broadmeadows for a stay of 7 days while further cargo was loaded. 
He had applied for a Commission with the Mining Corps and his appointment was announced in the:
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It is not recorded that he embarked on the troopship Ulysses but in the After War Report on the 3rd Tunnelling Company the following is documented about further recruiting while in Melbourne:

“Proceeding overland to Melbourne Capt. F.W. Lawson joined H.M.A.T. “ULYSSES” which was still taking further cargo in that port; and sailed for the West on March 1st.  Joined with him at that time were 2/Lieuts. H.P. WALLMAN, V.C. BENNETT, D. WENTWORTH, and J.W. ALLEN, while Lieutenant A.J. HILLMAN who was afterwards to become second in command was also on board the “ULYSSES” with No.3 Company.”
Another parade was held at the Broadmeadows camp on March 1, the Miners’ Corps being inspected by the Governor-General, as Commander-in-Chief of the Commonwealth military forces. 
Leaving Melbourne the same day Ulysses arrived at Fremantle, Western Australia on March 7 where a further 53 members were to be taken on board.  
The After War Report continues:
“Arriving in West Australia on March 7th 1916 Capt. LAWSON & his four officers commenced recruiting at once.  

The next addition to the Commissioned ranks was 2/Lt. H. Russel who came to the company from the Pioneers on April 1st.  Almost immediately the individuality of the sections was established, No.1 going to WENTWORTH, No. 2 to WALLMAN, 3 to BENNETT, 4 to ALLEN, while the Reinforcements fell to the latest arrival Russel.”
On Wednesday March 8, 1916 the whole force, with their band and equipment, paraded at Fremantle prior to leaving Victoria Quay at 9.30 o’clock.

The ship hit a reef when leaving Fremantle harbour, stripping the plates for 40 feet and, although there was a gap in the outside plate, the inner bilge plates were not punctured.  The men on board nicknamed her ‘Useless’.  The Miners were off-loaded and sent to the Blackboy Hill Camp where further training was conducted.

The Mining Corps comprised 1303 members at the time they embarked with a Headquarters of 40; No.1 Company – 390; No.2 Company – 380; No.3 Company – 392, and 101 members of the 1st Reinforcements.

Finally departing Fremantle on April 1, Ulysses voyaged via Suez, Port Said and Alexandria in Egypt.  
Captain Lawson and his officers did not embark on Ulysses as their duties were with the establishment of the No. 6 Tunnelling Company.

Instruction classes were formed of officers and N.C.O.’s as there was insufficient time to attend the Engineer’s School in Sydney.  Recruits were forthcoming in abundant numbers and the aim was to have good physical types of skilled W.A. Miners.  

At Blackboy Hill camp the new company paraded daily with sister companies until March 27 when the Company moved camp to Belmont camp where four sections were created and training continued through April and May. 
The remainder of May was occupied in the usual training: musketry, trench work and night work while equipment and clothing issue was also in progress.  Here a difficulty was met in that the general size of the men was considerably above the average and some little trouble was experienced in getting all accurately fitted.

On 11 May, 1916 he applied for a Commission with the A.I.F. giving the same experience and particulars and the following appointment as Honorary Lieutenant was announced in the:

On 13 May, 1916 he applied for a Commission as Lieutenant and passed the medical examination with good vision in both eyes, weighed 63.6kgs (140lbs), measured 177cms (5ft 7½ins) tall with a chest measurement of 92-99cms (36-39ins).  
The single man had spent nine months with the A.I.F. and received his appointment of Second Lieutenant on 12 November, 1915.  Next-of-kin nominated was his mother Mrs Mary Wentworth care of Bank of New South Wales, George Street, Sydney, NSW.
Early in May, 1916 the No. 4 Tunnelling Company consisting of six officers and 152 other ranks together with the 1st Reinforcements of fifteen other ranks making up two sections, embarked from Brisbane, Qld aboard HMAT A69 Warilda for Sydney, NSW.  

At Rosebery Park, Sydney, NSW they joined their Headquarters and two sections (8 officers & 153 O.Rs.) plus 1st Reinforcements consisting of one officer and seventeen other ranks for final training.   

The 7713-ton transport Warilda departed Sydney, NSW on May 22, 1916 and collected in Melbourne, Victoria the No. 5 Company recruited from Victoria, South Aust. & Tasmania made up of Headquarters and 2 Sections (8 officers & 173 men) (3 M.D.). One Section from Tasmania (3 officers & 76 O.Rs); also 1st Reinforcements for No. 5 Company (17 men from Vic. & 8 men Tas.)  
The ship departed on May 25, 1916 for Adelaide, S.A. to collect one Section of 3 officers & 76 O.Rs with 1st Reinforcements of 8 O.Rs. 

The No. 6 Company paraded through the city of Perth where the fine physique of the men, who marched with arms bare to the elbow excited universal admiration.


The transport arrived in port at Fremantle, W.A. on June 1, 1916.  The whole company consisting of 14 officers and 325 O.Rs along with 1st Reinforcements of 1 officer and 32 O.Rs entrained at Belmont at 2 p.m., every man physically fit being present and boarded Warilda which left the harbour the same evening.

Durban, South Africa was reached on June 16, 1916 and Cape Town on June 21, 1916 while St Vincent completed the African ports of call on July 7, 1916.  Discipline was fairly good except at intermediate ports where Away without Leave caused concern.  
The fifty-eight-day voyage experienced remarkable pleasant weather terminating at Plymouth, England on July 18, 1916.  Four, Five and Six Companies comprising of 1064 officers and other ranks were detrained to Amesbury and Tidworth to begin training for the front at Perham Downs.

The Reinforcements proceeded to France on 28 August, 1916 marching out to the 2nd Aust Divisional Base Depot on August 30.

The After War Report adds further to this as:
“Officers of the 4th, 5th & 6th Aust. Tunnelling Co. who marched into the 2nd Aust. Div. Base Depot, Etaples, France on 31st August, 1916.

6th Tunnelling Coy

Lt Wentworth, D.”

“On 25/9/16 took place the absorption of the 6th Aust. Tnlg Coy which marched in from Etaples.  It consisted of 10 officers & 209 O.Rs, the officers being:

Lieutenant trained as a ‘listener’ through a course at the Listening School lasting about ten days from 16 October, 1916 where they learnt to distinguish between any normal sounds created during mining operations.  The listener would be on duty at any specified post underground for a fixed period, usually a six-hour shift silently listening for sounds of underground mining by the enemy.  Detailed reports were provided of sounds heard to superiors on return to the surface.  So these sounds could be credited solely to the enemy all company work would cease while intensive listening could be carried out.  Listening posts were many and numbered to gauge from these positions the location of enemy mining activity which was accurately recorded on the Mine Plan.

Lieutenant was wounded in action on 21 December, 1916 receiving a lacerated wound to his scalp (mild) due to a mine explosion and taken to the 73rd Field Ambulance progressing to the 12th Casualty Clearing Station a day later and struck off strength. 
The After War Report imparts information on the incident:
“On 21/12/16, the enemy fired a camouflet at a depth of about 90’ with the intention of destroying Seaforth Main fighting gallery, & in retaliation for our mine explosion on the 20/12/16.  The chambering of this gallery was regarded as distinctly risky.

Casualties on this occasion were 1 officer Lt D.A. Wentworth and 1 O.R. 2339 Spr. Wills, J.

Lt Wentworth was with the men cutting the chamber in the end of the drive.  The shock rendered all unconscious.  Lt Wentworth badly wounded about the head & much bruised, recovered first & ascended the shaft & started an electric fan to keep back the gas.  He then returned to the assistance of the other men when rescue parties arrived.  Lt Wentworth evacuated to hospital.”
Lieutenant was conveyed on Ambulance Train no.31 to the No. 1 British Red Cross Hospital for further treatment then invalided to England from Havre on the hospital ship Dunluce Castle and admitted to the 3rd London General Hospital. 
His mother was advised by Base Records on 1 January, 1917 that it was reported that her son had been wounded but details had not been received and later information would be immediately issued on receipt of same.  It could be assumed he was progressing favourably as no further news had come to hand.  

Medical Board Report while in 3rd London General Hospital dated 9 January, 1917 stated:


(1) Lacerated wound head (2) contusion right knee


At Loos on 20 Dec. 1916 as result of mine explosion he sustained a lacerated wound to scalp


and injury to left knee and ankle


Scalp cleaned and sutured at Casualty Clearing Station


Admitted here on 30/12/16.  Scalp wound cleaned, now healed.


Synovitis of left knee developed and has left some stiffness.  L. ankle is also slightly swollen &

stiff.


Fit for General Service: No.  Three weeks.  Injury not permanent.

Records advised on 15 January, 1917 that he had been admitted to Duchess Westminster Hospital on 25 December, 1916 suffering gunshot wound to his scalp.  His postal address was included for correspondence. 
At A.I.F. Headquarters, London on 25 January, 1917 went before the Medical Board and the following was recorded:

With the Incision of some numbness at the top of the head and some headaches in very cold weather, he is well. 
Unlikely to be unfit for 2 weeks.

Fit for general service:  Yes

Disability contracted in General Service: Yes

Circumstances which he had no control: Yes

Caused by military service: Yes mining explosion.
He was discharged to the No. 1 Command Depot at Perham Downs on 8 February, 1917 marching into the Details Camp the following day.  
On 8 March marched in from No. 7 Camp to the A.I.F. Depots, UK and proceeded overseas to France two days later arriving at the Aust General Base Depot at Etaples on 12 March and marched out to join his unit on March 15.

His return was recorded in the After War Report as: 
“On 16/3/17 Lt D’A Wentworth reported back from hospital & return to No 3 Section for duty.”
After his return in March, 1917, he was instructed in underground mine rescue using the “Proto-equipment” – a life-saving breathing apparatus worn to rescue or retrieve men from underground when nitrous gases permeate the air in the tunnels.  
He is acknowledged in the Journal of the Institute of Mining Engineers on active service as:
Proceedings Institute of Mining Engineers Journal 31 March 1917 No 25 p vi – ix.

In an audit of the 3rd Tunnelling Company, he was noted to be still with his unit on 21 July, 1917.

Two Blue Chevrons were issued to wear on his uniform on 1 June, 1917 for serving twelve months abroad.  Service continued without further incident and was granted leave from 28 February, 1918 and returned to duty on March 15.

Further acknowledgement in the Mining Institute’s Journal appeared in the:

ON ACTIVE SERVICE

MINUTES

The following is a list of those Members known to be “On Active Service” and shows how splendid has been the response to the Empire’s call to arms:

Wentworth, D’Arcy”
Further leave was taken from 2 November, 1918 and while on leave Peace was declared.  The Tunnelling Companies remained on the front as part of the Army of Occupation assisting with rehabilitation of their district by clearing roads and bridges of booby traps and delayed action mines left by the enemy.
The After War Report gives the following information:
“On 5-2-19 Captain H.W. Brown and Lieut. H.P. Wallman with 50 O.rs. marched out for Demobilisation.  
On 6-2-19 Captain A.J. Hillman, Lieut. A.L. Kennedy and Lieut. D. Wentworth with 48 O.Rs. marched out for demobilisation.”
The above was changed and orders were received to report to the Aust General Base Depot at Havre on 21 February, 1919 where he departed for England arriving the following day at the No. 2 Command Depot at Weymouth then moved to the Reserve Brigade Aust Artillery at Heytesbury to await their voyage home.
He was Mentioned in Sir Douglas Haig’s Despatches on 16 March, 1919.

After demobilisation Lieutenant Wentworth embarked for home on 19 April, 1919 on board H.T. Sardinia from Devonport, England and struck off strength.  
Base Records advised his mother on 8 May he was on his way home.  This letter was returned unclaimed and the Assistant Adjutant-General was asked on 30 May to advise next-of-kin of his return.

His next-of-kin was also sent from the 2nd Military District on 11 June, 1919 a Commission letter from the British Expeditionary Force in confirmation to his initial commission with them. 

The transport docked in Sydney (2nd M.D.) on 13 June, 1919.  News of their arrival was published in the:


He appeared before the Disembarkation Medical Board at the Anzac Buffet in the Sydney Domain the same day and his Statement of Case reads:
Wounded in head (Buried) Dec. 1916.  No disability.  (Sgd.) D. Wentworth.




Chest – clear.  General condition normal




Dentally fit




Recommendation: discharge.  Confirmed: 13/6/19

His appointment was terminated on 29 July, 1919.  This appeared in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette issue no. 95 of 1919.
Base Records sent to him at the Union Club, Sydney on 12 December, 1919 a copy of the extract from the supplement to the London Gazette dated 11 July, 1919 relating to conspicuous services rendered by himself whilst serving with the Aust. Imperial Force.

They also advised that this had been promulgated in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette No. 124 dated 30th October, 1919.
Base Records posted to him on 8 October, 1920 two Oak Leaf emblems (1 large, 1 small) representing Mentioned in Despatches and worn on the Victory Medal.  
He was appointed to the Reserve of Officers which appeared in the:

The British War Medal (47082) and the Victory Medal (45976) were issued to Lieutenant D’Arcy Wentworth, 3rd Tunnelling Company for serving his country.
On 23 June, 1921 Certificate no. 4246 for Mentioned in Despatches was forwarded to him.  He receipted delivery on 13 July, 1921.
He is mentioned in the Australian Official History of World War I by C.E.W. Bean under the section:
“The Work at Hill 70”

Lieutenant D’Arcy Wentworth and several men were wounded and knocked unconscious, but Wentworth, recovering, managed to get to the head of the shaft and start the fan to keep back the poisonous gas, and his men were rescued.

Lt D’Arcy Wentworth 3rd Tun Coy Metallurgist and mining engineer of Sydney b Sydney June 26, 1876.

He was one of the directors of an Oil Development Company in New Guinea which was published in the:

His name appears in the Register of Tunnelling Company Officers in 1925 as:
Wentworth, D’Arcy Lt, 3 Tun Coy, (M), Union Club, Sydney, NSW and in the Topographical Index under New South Wales as: Wentworth, D.

From 1930 onwards he was listed residing at 20 Wentworth Street, Vaucluse with his sister Dorothy giving nil as his occupation.

D’Arcy Wentworth passed away on 5 February, 1951 aged 76 years at his Vaucluse residence.

Footnote:  His grandfather was William Charles Wentworth (1793-1872) patriot, orator, barrister, explorer and statesman.
The following article was written in 1959 about his grandfather’s life.

Western Herald (Bourke) Friday April 3, 1959:

WILLIAM CHARLES WENTWORTH

William Charles Wentworth was born in 1790 on Norfolk Island.  He was the son of D’Arcy Wentworth who had come out to Australia as a ship’s surgeon and who was appointed to Norfolk Island.
Wentworth was educated first at Greenwich in England, but on failing to gain entry to the Military Academy he returned to Australia.  Through his father’s influence he was appointed acting Provost-Marshall at the age of 21 and owned a small farm, 40 miles inland on the Nepean River.  Whilst engaged on his farming activities he met Blaxland and when Lawson and Blaxland were planning their expedition into the interior, William Wentworth joined the party.  The three, Blaxland, Lawson and Wentworth, crossed the Blue Mountains in 1813.  This was not a particularly great achievement in itself but it opened up the interior to a great extent.

In 1816 Wentworth returned to study Law in England becoming a barrister in 1922 and was called to the Bar intending to practise in Australia.

In England he became the friend of barrister Robert Wardell, who was editing the “Statesman.”  Wardell sold his interest in the “Statesman” and they both came out to Australia in 1829 intending to start a Sydney paper.  They started the first free paper, the “Australia.”
Which appeared without official permission or censorship.  At first this paper met with official approval.  
Wentworth and Wardell were trying to win rights for the emancipists or freed convicts.  Wentworth attacked Governor Darling bitterly and the two constantly struggled together.  Wentworth forced Darling’s resignation, but his methods of achieving this were not always above reproach.  The establishment in 1839 of British trial by jury in the colony was brought about largely because of the efforts of Wentworth in the “Australian.”
Wardell was murdered by convicts.  He had always been less vindicative than Wentworth, and less biased in all matters concerning politics.  His place was filled by William Bland.  With Bland and Jamieson, Wentworth carried on a campaign for the elected legislature.  These three drafted a constitution, which was eventually accepted in a much-modified form.  The Representative Council was established in 1843 and Wentworth became a member for Sydney.

There was rivalry between Wentworth and Governor Gipps which developed when Wentworth became less altruistic.  Wentworth was still struggling for full citizen rights, but his sympathies were being transferred from the emancipists to the young free settlers.  Wentworth was in favour of reinstating convict transportation because he felt that this vast labour force could still be of great use to the country.  He was bitterly opposed in this and lost a great deal of his public following.
After four years of hard fighting Wentworth and Lowe had established a system of primary non-denominational schools.  The primary school system of today sprang from this.  Wentworth also caused the University Act to be passed in 1850, whereby the University of Sydney came into being.

Wentworth persuaded the Legislative Council to draw up a Declaration and Remonstrance, and in 1852 he secured the creation of Parliamentary Committee which could devised a constitution for the colony of New South Wales.  The Declaration was a very outspoken document but met with little resistance.  The report of the Parliamentary Committee was brought before the Council and passed in the form of a Bill.  Wentworth then went over to England to assist the Bill through the British Parliament.  Parliament modified the Bill, but eventually passed it.  This Bill was Wentworth’s last political action.  He could see no place for himself in the political turmoil in Australia and remained in England where he died in 1872.
The scope of Wentworth’s vision is shown best in his more practical achievements, and an example of this would be the way in which he moved to have the University of Sydney established in 1851.  He certainly had a vision of the greatness of Australia, and this is indicated by the fact that Wentworth was one of the first men to suggest a federation of some kind for the several colonies. 

Wikipedia article on him adds:

Wentworth died on 20 March, 1872 at Merley House, Wimborne, Dorset, in England.  His combined wealth at the time of his passing was £170,000.  At his request his body was returned to Sydney for burial.  He was given the colony’s first state funeral on 6 May, 1873, a day declared by the governor as a public holiday.  Around 65,000 people lined the route of the funeral procession to Vaucluse where Wentworth was buried.  The Wentworth Mausoleum was soon after constructed over his grave. 
Vaucluse House is a 19th-century estate with house kitchen wing, stables and outbuilding surrounded by 11 hectares (28 acres) of formal gardens and grounds on the south-eastern shores of Port Jackson.  
The house is one of the 19th Century houses near Sydney Harbour retaining part of its original setting.

He comes in order to inspect the properties of the syndicate. We understand that some time ago the syndicate circularised all those interested in mining in the Mount Flora districts stating that they were willing to join in a company to create smelters, and to supply capital up to £1500.  Though Mr Wentworth’s visit is not directly connected with the smelting proposal this time yet we understand that he will be pleased to hear the views of all those interested in the mining in the locality of Mount Flora, his visit now is more connected with the inspection of the syndicate’s properties, in order to be able to advise the other shareholders as to what steps should be taken to further develop the properties.





Morning Bulletin (Rockhampton) Tuesday October 1, 1907:

Mr D’Arcy Wentworth returned on Wednesday from Eungella, says the “Mackay Mercury: of the 27th of September.  Mr Wentworth is representing a syndicate of Mount Morgan men who have recently secured options in the Mount Flora district and hold areas on the Eungella goldfield.  Last evening a representative of this paper had a conversation with him covering the future proposals of the syndicate.  As to Eungella, Mr Wentworth said that the work there had been got into such a position that he could get samples which, when assayed, will enable the syndicate to decide what it will do it the future with regard to the shows.  At Mount Flora the syndicate hold options over the Monarch and Harvey’s claims.  As to these he did not care to express any options just now.  These were some very promising shows on the field; but more prospecting work required to be done before one could be sure that the field was going to be a big copper producer.  The Mount Flora freehold was the most promising show simply because more development work had been done on that holding; but even here it had not been proved that the place was a mine though he had no doubt that it would prove one.  At the Mount Flora Company’s property good work was being done.  The manager (Mr Park) estimated that the tunnel would have to be driven a further distance of 100 ft. to 170 ft before the Doushang lode was reached, and he expected to do 20 ft per week.

Asked whether if the different shows when developed turned out as promising as the Flora freehold, there would be justification for a railway to the field, Mr Wentworth answered in the affirmative, but he cautiously remarked that there would have to be a lot of development work done before that could eventuate. 


Pleased to pass on an opinion as to different other shows on the field, Mr Wentworth begged to be excused giving an opinion.  


Mr Wentworth met the representatives of the companies on the fields and discussed with them the proposal to erect a smelter.  The newspaper man remarked— “I understand that the committee appointed at that meeting had a conference with you later in the afternoon and that something more definite was arrived at than was the case at the public meeting.  Is that correct, Mr Wentworth?  And what is the nature of the decision?  To this Mr Wentworth said that it was decided to ask the various companies on the field to forward average samples of their ores for analysis so that some idea might be given them as to the probable smelting charges in case of a smelting company being formed.  It is then proposed to endeavour to get a guarantee from the various companies for a supply of ore for a definite period.  Before he left on Sunday next it was probable that he would see the members of the committee again; but in any case, he would keep in communication with them while he was away.

PARADE THROUGH CITY STREETS


  Although the numerical strength of the troops which paraded the city streets yesterday morning was considerably less that that of previous parades, and despite the fact that citizens have become accustomed to the sight of khaki-clad warriors, the men of the No.6 Tunnelling Company and the Claremont N.C.O. school met with a hearty reception as they swung along to the inspiriting music of the Blackboy Hill band.  The line of route was freely bedecked with flags, whilst the large crowds, if somewhat undemonstrated denoted none the less by their presence their keen appreciation of that sense of patriotism which found its highest expression in the long line of soldiers answering to the call of Empire.  In physique and general bearing the men were equal to their comrades who have gone before.  Leaving James-street well on appointed time, the column swung into Beaufort-street and over the bridge in to Barrack-street.  The members of the N.C.O. school, about 113 strong, under Captain Thompson, followed the band, the No.6 Tunnelling Company, with its first reinforcements, totalling nearly 400 men, under Captain Lawson, bringing up the rear.  At the head of the Tunnellers was borne the flag recently presented to the company.


After traversing Barrack and Hay streets the column entered St George’s-terrace via Victoria-avenue.  Opposite Government House his Excellency (Sir Harry Barron), with whom were the State Commandant (Colonel J.H. Bruche), Major P.H. Meeks and Major Wilkinson, A.D.C., took the salute.  Passing along the Terrace the route was via William and Wellington streets to the station.  The men paraded in full fighting equipment.
